Entrez, The Life Sciences Search Engine links and organizes a growing number of database sources hosted by the NCBI.  The search page which lists the variety of data bases is located at www.ncbi.nlm.nih.gov/Entrez/index.html
This index lists 27 categories of data bases including ones of great familiarity to most scientists as well as emerging compilations; the titles follow: PubMed, PubMed Central, Books, OMIM,  Nucleotide, Protein, Genome, Structure, Taxonomy, SNP, Gene, HomoloGene, PubChem Compound, PubChem Substance, UniGene, CDD, 3D Donains, UniSTS, PopSet, GEO Profiles, GEO DataSets, Cancer Chromosomes, PubChem BioAssay, Journals, NLM Catalog, MESH.

This entry page allows one to conduct a search across all the databases if desired.
