VA Code
4.1-305 - Purchase or possession or consumption of alcoholic beverages by a person under 21 years of age.
- Penalty: Class 1 misdemeanor. Confinement in jail for up to twelve months and a fine of up to
$2,500, either or both. Additionally, your driver’s license may be suspended for up to one year.

- Penalty: Class 1 misdemeanor.
