AFRICAN AMERICAN STUDIES Major Requirements

The Bachelor of Arts in African American Studies requires the completion of 120 credits with at least 36 credits in African
American Studies courses. At least 21 of the 36 hours in African American Studies must be in upper division courses.

Students are also required to establish one of the following concentrations: (1) a minimum of four courses in the African
American Health area of study OR (2) four courses in a single cooperating department. A cooperating department is defined as
one that regularly offers at least one course per year that is cross-listed with AFAM. Departments currently qualifying are: Art
History, Dance, English Geography, History, Music, Philosophy, Religious Studies, Political Science and Public Administration,
Psychology, Sociology/Anthropology, Theatre, and Women's Studies. When courses not cross-listed with AFAM are used to
meet the concentration requirement, they must be selected in consultation with the AFAM advisor.
